1. Invitation

5. Eligibility Criteria (Mandatory)
Bids will be considered only if the bidder meets all the following criteria:

5.1 Registration: Registered with ICMAI for at least five (05) years as on 26.03.2026.

5.2 Partners: Minimum three (03) partners as on 26.03.2026.

5.3 Local Presence: The bidder shall have a branch office / local presence in Kerala.

5.4 Relevant Experience: The bidder shall have experience of having conducted at least one
cost audit during the previous three (03) years in respect of a chemical manufacturing company
required to get cost records audited under the Companies (Cost Records and Audit) Rules, 2014.
5.5 GST: The bidder shall be registered under GST.

Non-compliance with any criterion will render the bid as non-qualifying.

6. Scope of Work (Indicative and not exhaustive)

The Cost Auditor shall carry out the cost audit and all related assignments required for
compliance with the Companies Act, 2013 and the Companies (Cost Records and Audit) Rules,
2014. The scope includes:

a) Conducting cost audit of HOCL for FY 2026—27 and FY 2027—-28 and examining the cost
records maintained in respect of the products/services of the company, including captive
consumption, wherever applicable.

b) Reviewing cost records, cost statements, quantitative records, utilities, material
consumption, labour and overhead allocation and other relevant cost information maintained by
HOCL.

¢) Preparation and submission of Cost Audit Report with requisite annexure and e-file the same
in XBRL form or in any other prescribed formats in any manner as may be prescribed by the
Government from time to time.

d) Submission of abridged cost statements / product-wise statements and report to the
management, as may be required.

e) Any other work incidental or ancillary to the conduct and completion of cost audit of HOCL.

f) The audit shall be conducted at HOCL, Ambalamugal premises. Online audit shall not be
allowed.

7. Audit Approach and Coordination

7.1 The auditor shall discuss observations to confirm facts and obtain responses.
7.2 High-risk issues/serious irregularities shall be reported immediately to HOCL management
without waiting for reports.

7.3 All HOCL information/documents shall be treated as confidential and used only for audit
purposes.
7.4 All documents/records received for audit shall be returned after review.

Audit staff shall carry laptops and follow HOCL's site rules and professional conduct standards.

8. Deliverables and Timelines

8.1: The selected firm shall commence the assignment within seven (07) days of intimation /
issue of work order / appointment communication by HOCL.

8.2: The auditor shall complete the audit and submit/file the report in prescribed manner with
connected deliverables in compliance with the Companies Act, 2013 and the Companies (Cost
Records and Audit) Rules, 2014 within 15 days from the commencement of the work.

8.3: The selected firm shall promptly discuss audit observations with the concerned departments
and obtain necessary explanations / clarifications before finalisation of the report.

8.4: Any major irregularity, non-compliance or material weakness noticed during the audit shall
be brought to the notice of HOCL management immediately.

9. Fee and Payment Terms

9.1: Bidder shall quote a single consolidated annual fee for the complete scope of work for
two-year period.

9.2: Payment shall be made annually in two installments, i.e., half of the quoted fee shall be
paid, upon submission of report and invoice.

9.3: Fee shall be inclusive of all out-of-pocket expenses (travel, boarding, lodging, local
conveyance, stationery etc.).

9.4: The fee quoted should not be less than Rs. 1,00,000/- for two years (i.e. for each financial
year it should not be less than Rs. 50,000/-) excluding GST. Bids quoting below this minimum fee
shall be rejected.

9.5: Payment shall be released within 30 days of submission of the Cost Audit Report,
completion of all deliverables and statutory assistance, and submission of bill/invoice in order.

9.5: GST shall be paid / reimbursed as applicable. TDS shall be deducted as per the Income-tax
Act and applicable rules.

10. Contract Period
10.1: The tender is invited for appointment of Cost Auditor for FY 2026—27 and FY 2027-28.

10.2: Extension for one (01) additional year may be considered based on satisfactory
performance and mutual consent on same terms and conditions unless amended in writing.

13.3: The contract shall be awarded to the lowest evaluated bidder (L1) on the basis of the total
price quoted for the two-year period, net of GST input tax credit impact, as applicable.
13.4: In case two or more eligible bidders quote the same lowest price, the bidder scoring higher
on the following basis shall be selected:

a) 01 point for each partner of the firm;

b) 01 point for each completed year of registration of the firm.
13.5: HOCL reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, or to cancel the tender process,
without assigning any reason.

13.6: Final appointment / issue of work order shall be subject to approval of the competent
authority / Board and compliance with applicable statutory requirements.

14. Special Conditions

14.1: The Cost Auditor and the audit team shall maintain strict confidentiality in respect of all
records, documents, data, cost statements and information of HOCL.

14.2: No partner of the firm shall be related to the Managing Director / Whole-time Director / Part-
time Director of the company within the meaning of section 2(77) of the Companies Act, 2013.
14.3: Neither the firm nor any of its partners / associates shall have any interest in the business
of the company that may give rise to conflict of interest.

14.4: The firm shall submit a declaration / certificate that it is eligible for appointment and is not
disqualified under the Companies Act, 2013, the Cost and Works Accountants Act, 1959 and the
rules / regulations made thereunder.

14.5: The firm shall ensure compliance with the limits specified under section 141(3)(g) of the
Companies Act, 2013, wherever applicable.
